TERM ONE 
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G2 - English 
Unit 1 – Adventure Narrative- Reading and Writing 

• Introduce students to different adventure stories, highlighting important 
parts like exciting events, characters, and settings. Focus on key language 
features like descriptive words and action verbs. 

• Students plan and write their own adventure stories, focusing on creating 
characters, setting, and exciting events.  

• Conduct self and peer editing to improve stories. 
Spelling and Grammar 

• Develop spelling and pronunciation skills for various sounds and patterns. 

• Practice common tricky words and word endings. 

• Build confidence in recognising and spelling two-syllable words. 

• Practice writing sentences with correct punctuation. 

• Use joining words like ‘and’, ‘but’, and ‘or’. 

• Use past and present tense verbs. 

Please make sure to dedicate 15-20 minutes each night for reading.  
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This year in G2, we will cover different units over the course of the year. The 
students will be studying the following units this term:  
 
Unit 1 – Place Value and Number 
• Identifying the place value of numbers to 10,000 

• Comparing the value of numbers to 10,000 
Unit 2 – Addition and Subtraction 
• Developing different mental and written strategies to solve number problems with greater 

fluency. 
Please practise saying the place value of the digits in a number. For example, 4870 is 4 
thousands, 8 hundreds, 7 tens and 0 ones.  

Unit 3 – Multiplication and Division 

• Solving multiplication and division problems using a variety of strategies. 
 
Please support your child to build their fluency in their multiplication facts to 12x.

• Develop observation, recording and drawing skills with emphasis on using line to show detail, 
texture, tone and shape. 

Encourage them 
to sketch freely ideas about your discussions.

• Develop singing skills, listening to one’s 
voice and pronunciation. 

• Listen to sample music and sing and use 
Do/RE/ME notation and notes. 

Parents please encourage your child to 
sing at home songs they learn in 
school.

• Through listening to instrumental music, play 
some accompanying rhythms.
